I think Andrej has come up with a very good description/definition of a HPDE
event. If we are going to make a glossary of terms | think this should be
added.

HPDE = High Performance Driving Event

At an HPDE you learn to drive your car on a road race track as if you were a
race car driver. Novices and Intermediates have instructors sitting beside

them at all times to guide you as you learn to drive at race speeds. It is as

safe an environment as you can get to learn how to drive on a road race track.

This is not street driving we are talking about, and it is not an all out race
either. You will be expected to drive as close to race speeds in the straights
and turns as you can. We have very limited passing, strictly enforced. Corner
workers with flags, ambulances and wreckers maintain safety. You will be
wearing a helmet, be buckled in and wearing long sleeved shirts, long pants
and real shoes. Yes, your car has to pass tech too.

This can become seriously addicting as you progress and transition to driving
fast on a race track at race speeds. You are not expected to drive like Mario
Andretti by the end of this class, but you might get a good idea of what all is
involved in HPDEs (and racing).
