good-as-new.

Although Clear Bra kits are sold for serious do-it-yourselfers, pro-
fessional installation is definitely recommended. Just picture gift
wrapping a bowling ball, free of wrinkles! Certified installers can
be found online in your area by going to 3M’s website
(www.3M.com). Pricing averages around $550 per area for an
upper or lower kit and more like $900 for a full front end installa-
tion (hood, fenders, side-view mirrors and front bumper). Not
bad when you consider the price of a new paint job and the hit to
a vehicle’s resale value that comes along with it. Plus, you'll have
the added benefit of peace of mind the next time you're behind

that dump truck hurling rocks on the highway.
