3. Re-group at the city limits of town where open highway
speed signs are posted.

4. Absolutely no passing other members of the Caravan
unless the member waves you around.

5. Allow car passing space between cars, one car length for
every ten(10) miles per hour.

6. Use hand signal for slowing down to stopping or turning.

7. Obey all speed signs and other traffic signs.
