This story highlights the full account of the first Corvette to win its class at the famous 24
heures du Mans (Le Mans 24-Hours) race in 1960 and re-traces what happened to not only the
car, but its famous driver, John Fitch. “The Quest” also showcases renowned Corvette
enthusiast Chip Miller and his dream of finding, acquiring, restoring and ultimately returning
the car to France with its original driver to mark the 50" anniversary of its historic victory.

Elliot “Chip” Miller was all things automotive to millions of enthusiasts who passed through the
gates of the Carlisle PA Fairgrounds between 1974 and his untimely death in 2004. With Chip’s
passing, his dream of returning the #3 Cunningham Corvette to France lived on through his son
Lance and the Miller family.

Through never before seen footage, photographs and interviews, filmmaker Brown weaves
together an account of a special father/son bond and how that relationship overcame obstacles
to fulfill a dream born in youth, nurtured into adulthood and set back by heartbreak.

With one of its original drivers, the now 93-year old John Fitch and the winning #3 Cunningham
Corvette on hand for the premiere, filmmaker Michael Brown and the Chip Miller Charitable
Foundation hope to raise awareness for Amyloidosis, a rare and incurable plasma cell disorder
which attacks the body's main organs and claimed the life of Chip Miller.
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"I'm very pleased to have “The Quest” Premiere in Carlisle as a benefit to the Chip Miller
Charitable Foundation,” noted filmmaker Michael Brown. “Its origins go back to a final wish
Chip had of establishing a means of raising awareness and channeling research funds in an
effort to fight Amyloidosis. Even if only one person is eventually helped in some way, the
evening will be successful in my mind.”

"People come to a racetrack to see the drivers in action,” noted John Fitch from his Connecticui
home. “But when | took the wheel of the #3 Corvette with Lance at my side, it was | who
became the spectator. At parade lap speed, | could observe not only the thousands of fans who
cheered us on, but the emotions of my young passenger. His efforts to fulfill the dream of his
father and best friend had paid off,” added Fitch. “l was there to bear witness at close range. It
was a very special and satisfying experience. | am pleased to have played my role and delighted
that Michael Brown has memorialized it to share with others."

“This will be a once in a lifetime, must attend event,” said Lance Miller, co-owner of Carlisle
Events and son of the late Chip Miller. “It's certainly not just about cars; it's about the way of
life.”

Protecting Your Front Skid Bars

Every driver of a C5 or C6 Corvette has experienced the scraping of their front skid bars
when entering /exiting a driveway or parking lot, trying to negotiate a speed bump, or
getting too close to a parking curb. Over time this can damage the skid bars to the point
of necessitating a costly repair. There are several products on the market that offer
protection for the front skid bars of a C5 and C6 Corvette. One of the best products that
I found, in terms of quality and ease of installation, are Sac City Corvette’s “Fangs.”

Fangs are available in two colors; original white (hence the name), and black. Fangs are
made of a high impact superior performance plastic. This material is six times more
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abrasion resistant than steel (very slippery) over a wide range of temperatures. Fangs protect the entire skid bar not just part of it.
Another benefit of Fangs is that they only reduce ground clearance by 1/8 of an inch.

The installation of Fangs on a C5 is very easy. Just remove the four center air dam retaining bolts, slip on the Fangs, and then reinstall
the air dam. The Fangs attach themselves to the skid bars and are held in place by the left and right air dam bolts. The C6 installation
is a little more involved requiring two small holes to be drilled into each skid bar. The Fangs on a C6 are held in place by two small
stainless steel screws each.

Option - RPO: PIN =$5000! GM announcement to us: “As many of
you already know, Corvette customers are unique automobile
aficionados who seek to differentiate and personalize their specific
Corvette model. Chevrolet feels it is important to offer a wide variety
of accessories and personalization options for customers to
accomplish this goal. Examples of this include the option to take
delivery through the National Corvette Museum, or the opportunity to

produce their Corvette Z06 or ZR1 engine through the Corvette Engine
GANLEYAURORA__ Build Experience.

These options have proven to be very popular, but some customers have expressed a desire to have a unique ending
number assigned to their Corvette’s Vehicle Identification Number. For example, a customer may have a classic 1963
Corvette with a VIN ending in 1400, and seeks a new Corvette with the same matching VIN ending number. Up to this
point, the VIN assignment for a customer’s new Corvette would have been a random process; but under a new program
called Customer’s Selectable VIN Ending Option, customer can request a specific VIN ending number for their new
production vehicle as long as the request falls within Corvette’s natural production sequence.

Similar to the Corvette Engine Build Experience (RPO: PBC), dealers who submit a customer sold order with RPO: PIN will
be contacted by the Corvette Concierge. The concierge will collect the customer information and the requested VIN
ending number. The concierge will then pass the information over to Chevrolet to determine whether the request can
be honored within the appropriate production timing. If it is determined the request can be honored, the concierge will
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confirm the information with the dealer, and the order will proceed through production. When the vehicle is produced,
the invoice will include a Manufacturer Suggested Retail Price (MSRP) of $5000 for the Customer’s Selectable VIN
Ending Option

If the request CANNOT be honored, the RPO: PIN will be removed from the order, and the dealer and customer will have
the option to cancel the order or proceed with the order’s production with a naturally-selected sequenced VIN ending
assignment.

It is important to note that selecting the RPO: PIN will not cause an order to be expedited or produced out of the normal
production sequencing process. If the customer and dealer agree to the specific VIN ending, the vehicle will incur the
S$5000 MSRP charge regardless of whether the transaction between the customer and dealer is completed
