John Scott (VP) presided at the meeting, which began at 7:33PM at Page Chevy in Alexandria, VA. Past presidents attending were
John Palmgren and Rick Poage. A prospective member, John Provo, was an NVCC member from about 20 years ago.

The September GBM minutes were approved.

Guest Speaker: Steve Britt, owner of Dominion Raceway (DR), was introduced by Rick Poage. Steve told us about the ‘new’
facility and more, as follows:

A long history with NVCC began at the old raceway location (then called Old Dominion Speedway (ODS) in Manassas VA).
Steve bought it 17 years ago and wants to rekindle a relationship with NVCC.

The officers going on duty for the
swingshift add 2 PM were told of our arrival = Very shortly, the office has started leaving role call in
order to come out and meet with us. Eventually, we have 15 of Fairfax County’s finest in the lot with
us where we found out that, in addition to their dedication as police officer’s, they know a good car
when they see it! The extreme majority of the officers are car guys and got into the nuts and bolts dis-
cussion about the different models of the Corvettes. We found officers who had Corvettes or who had
family members who did as well as others who had some pretty cool vehicles in their garage at
home. The best part of the day what is being able to say thank you to the men and women for their
dedication to the community. The officers new house in sir we were and truly appreciated the fact that
a group of residents took the time to come out and meet with them and say “thank you”. These days,
they look like they’re going into combat overseas with all the body armor ; cameras and more. One
group of officers with whom I was chatting all agreed that this type exchange was what they feel is
needed between police and residents. So, it was a good day for the officers and certainly made us feel

good about what the club was doing to recognize them.

Next year... An added day trip to go see the fire fighters!
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DOES YOUR C7 HAVE
A MYSTERIOUS
METALLIC
RATTLE/TICKING
SOUND BETWEEN
1200-1400 RPM?

Does your C7 has a metallic rattle or ticking between 1200-1400 RPM, while driving between
20 - 40MPH, and when the engine is switching between V8 and V4? If so, it may be due to a
failed or failing serpentine belt tensioner that’s covered under the Bulletin PIP 5185 updated to
PIP5185A, which covers C7’s built after 2014.

The noise started on my 2016 C7 a couple months ago and at first it was sporadic, but quickly
became constant when | was in the above-mentioned RPM and speed range. It sounded like it
was coming from the glove box, so | took everything out of the glove box and still had the same
rattle. | checked everything | could think of that | could get to without a lift or a jack and didn’t
see anything obvious. | even Gorilla taped a couple of plastic hoses to be sure. | also verified
that the sound didn’t happen while parked and running the engine between 1200-1400 RPM.

You may ask: Dang Jerry, why didn’t you just speed up or downshift? Because | was usually
stuck in traffic or in areas where downshifting would be annoying to the neighbors and/or peo-
ple walking on the sidewalk.

After some digging around, | found the explanation on a couple different Corvette forums.

The Cause: the C7 belt tensioner uses a piston and hydraulic fluid rather than a spring assem-
bly as used in prior generations of Corvettes. The primary symptom is a "Ticking" or “Rattle”
that is louder than the normal ticking from high-pressure fuel injectors. Also, there may be wet
areas of the front suspension or on the ground under the car as a result of hydraulic fluid leak-
ing out. From what | could find, the PIP means preliminary information and is an unpublished
bulletin, only available to GM service personnel.

The Solution: take your C7 into Page Chevrolet and tell them that your C7 is rattling, as de-
scribed above, and that it can’t be replicated while parked. | also mentioned that | found refer-
ence to PIP5185 for similar/same sound on Corvette forums. John, the Page Corvette techni-
cian, fixed it within a couple of hours after | dropped it off. He replaced the drive belt tensioner,
which was covered under warranty, and no more rattle.

| hope this helps the C7 drivers in our club!

Recently I went to get a Mobil 1 oil change for the Corvette. Although it had been only about
5,000 miles since the last one, and I've read that synthetic oils should be good for at least another
10,000, they also recommend it should be changed at least once a year. I also requested an align-
ment, since the right front tire was wearing more than the left one, although I hadn't noticed any
steering problems.

[ also mentioned that the right rear tire had a slow leak, losing about a pound a month. Since
they'd previously given me a nitrogen fill to make up for an earlier service slip-up, I was expect-
ing they'd just add another five psi and I'd be on my way. However, when they sought me out in
the customer lounge, it wasn't to notify me that everything was ready, but to take me into the
shop. The tire was off the wheel, and they showed me not only the small screw in the middle of
the tread that was repairable, but also the really small nail that was angled too close to the side-
wall to be repaired.

The new tire, including labor, balancing, and new tire pressure sensor, cost $516.40! Well, the
rear tires are pretty huge — twenty-six inches tall with a tread width of nearly a foot — and spe-
cialized, capable of being driven flat for 50 miles at 50 mph, as well as, when inflated, at continu-
ous speeds of "over 168 mph." Unfortunately, although they "had" one, it was in a warehouse
that was two hours away. Fortunately, it was nearly lunchtime and the nearby restaurant they rec-
ommended was quite pleasant.

Also fortunately, the tire warranty I had purchased reimbursed me for the entire cost, although it
required a half-hour telephone conversation between the shop person and the warranty people. It
also required that I provide a date for when the damage had occurred! Since the air loss had been
occurring for months, who knew? But I shouldn't have been concerned, it was just another box
that needed an entry, so I chose a random date several months in the past.

In the end I was there for five hours for something I thought would take no more than an hour,
since I had an appointment. And now the rear tires have 18,000 mile different diameters. It drives
fine, but I have no idea if the difference might be enough to result in significant differential wear.

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NVCC ELECTED OFFICERS — Elected Annually in November
Per By-Laws enacted in October 2017

GENERAL: NVCC officers are elected for periods of one year, not to exceed three years.

PRESIDENT

The President conducts NVCC meetings and supervises official NVCC functions and activities. The President has
signature authority (along with Treasurer) on Club checking account, deposits all funds within ten calendar days of
receipt, and may access any Club safety deposit box, post office box, and Club charge card. The President instructs
the Officer-at-Large to temporarily fill any vacated officer position for a period not to exceed 90 calendar days. The
President supports the Vice President as needed, to ensure that appointed committee groups carry out responsibili-
ties. The President is expected to attend NVCC general business meetings and council meetings.

VICE PRESIDENT
The Vice President assumes the duties and responsibilities that the President is unable or incapable of performing.
The Vice President oversees activities of all NVCC committees and is expected to attend NVCC general business

meetings and council meetings.

SECRETARY

The Secretary records minutes of all NVCC meetings and keeps a written copy for future reference. The Secretary
prepares official correspondence and other written material deemed necessary by NVCC’s council, to include busi-
ness meeting minutes, Council minutes, attached Treasurer’s Reports, and by-laws. The Secretary preserves all rec-
ords and correspondence and maintains an inventory of current login information (i.e., user ids and passwords) for all
systems and/or websites used by NVCC. The Secretary is expected to attend NVCC general business meetings and

council meetings.

TREASURER

The Treasurer is responsible for the receipt, care, and disbursement of NVCC funds. The Treasurer prepares a
monthly financial report to be made public at monthly business and Council meetings and has signature authority
(along with President) on Club checking account, deposits all funds within ten calendar days of receipt, and may ac-
cess any Club safety deposit box, post office box, and Club charge card. The Treasurer provides nametags for new
members and fulfills additional orders. The Treasurer is expected to attend NVCC general business meetings and

council meetings.

OFFICER-AT-LARGE
The Officer-At-Large will be familiar with the duties and responsibilities of all NVCC officers, and able to temporari-
ly (not to exceed 90 calendar days) assume those duties as needed. The Officer-At-Large acts as Parliamentarian at

meetings and is expected to attend NVCC general business meetings and council meetings.
