CORVETTE ACRONYM CONFUSION

The corvette world is full of acronyms and abbreviations...
2LT, LT2, MRC, MagneRide, A8, M7, NVCC, NCCC, NCM, NCRS, BGAP, and many more.
Sometimes it all sounds like Greek to me.

Recently | listened to an environmental geology webinar featuring NVCC’s very own Kris McCandless. The
presentation was full of geologic and environmental technical terms and had its own set of tricky acronyms.
The only thing | really understand was the introduction...”Good Afternoon, I’'m Kris McCandless.” His pro-
fessionalism is unquestionable as we’ve all experienced his “Geologic Minute” on Corvette Cruises.

Now let’s tackle those corvette acronyms.

2LT - Corvette Trim Package (1LT, 2LT, 3LT)

A8 - Eight-Speed Transmission

M7 - Seven-Speed Manual Transmission

NVCC - Northern Virginia Corvette Club

NCCC - National Council of Corvette Clubs (includes about 250 Clubs in 16 Regions with more than 19,000
Members) NCM - National Corvette Museum NCRS - National Corvette Restorers Society BGAP - Bowling
Green Assembly Plant
